2.1 Baby Unit Power Supply

(camera) and the other end to a suitable mains power outlet.

2.2 Parent Unit Power Supply

IMPORTANT
The Parent Unit is assembled with a built-in rechargeable battery pack (Lithium-

ion battery 2000mAh, to give up to 5 hours monitor operation), please charge it 
for 16 hours before initial use. The battery is not a user-accessible item. Please 

contact the helpline if you think it needs replacing.

1. Connect the small plug of the power adapter to the Parent Unit and the 
other end to a suitable mains power outlet. Only use the enclosed power 
adapter (5V DC / 1000mA) with the small plug.

2.3 Registration (Pairing)

The Baby Monitor is pre-registered to your Parent Unit. You do not need to 
register it again unless the Baby Unit loses its link with the Parent Unit.

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3. Using the Baby Monitor
3.1 Setting up
